






Garden View

A few years ago, inspired by a 
Spanish holiday, I decided to try my 
hand at growing a couple of vines. 
I thought it might prove tricky but 
was pleasantly surprised.
A conservatory or a  greenhouse is perfect. (12ft by 
8 ft) is ideal but my greenhouse isn’t quite  that big 
and my vine is very healthy. If you have neither but 
can find a south-facing wall you should still be able 
to grow grapes though they’ll crop less reliably.

First prepare the soil. Vines need a deep hole set 
about 15cm / 6inches away from the wall, and 
soil enriched with plenty of compost or well-rotted 

manure. The addition of poultry manure pellets will 
give the plant a great start.

Choose your vine wisely, especially if you’ve 
never grown one before. Some vines are very 
temperamental.

If you are growing your vine under cover then ‘Black 
Hamburgh’ is a robust variety with a great flavour.

Bacchus was the God of Wine and his namesake is 
a super-tasty variety of white grape which can be 
grown indoors or out and crops very well regardless.

If you fancy a challenge then ‘Muscat of Alexandria’ 
is the one for you. It produces tender, sweet grapes 
the size of small plums but it is the Maria Carey of 
the grape world: a total diva! I certainly wouldn’t 
advise it for a first attempt but my friend grows it 
and reckons it’s worth the hassle for the flavour.

If I’ve inspired you to start your own micro-vineyard 
then plant the vines before this month is out, while 
they are still dormant. That way the new shoots can 
be tied to a framework as they grow. The framework 
should be made of stout wires up the sides and over 
the inside roof of your greenhouse or conservatory 
or on the outside wall of your choice. Vines need 
good air circulation to prevent mould and fungus 
so the trick is to support the wires with ‘vine eyes’. 
These hold the wires well away from the glass or 
the wall and allow air to pass behind the plant.

Water the vine then knock it from its pot and place it 
in the prepared hole. Firm the earth around it so that 
the top of the root ball is level with the top of the 
surrounding earth. Water well then spread 7.5cm / 3 
inches of manure or compost over the top of the soil.

Cut the plant back to 60cm / 2ft then train the top 
shoots upwards, pinching out all the others. Once 
the vine reaches the height you want it pinch out 
the top shoot and allow the side shoots to spread. 
Ideally they should be 38cm/15 inches apart. When 
the side shoots reach 90cm/3ft pinch out their tips 
and make sure any further side shoots are pinched 
back to one leaf. The vine should fruit from its 
second year. As long as the plant doesn’t get too dry 
and is well ventilated during sunny spells it should 
thrive. Remember that the bunches of berries need 
thinning to allow the grapes to develop properly.

By’gone & Now’adays by Maurice Barratt
Continuing the theme from - The January and February 2010 Flyer’s 
These old photo of Wolverton Road may have been originally in Black 
and White and have been skillfully coloured in by the publisher.
The old image by F H Cope a Newport Pagnell photographer in this 
period during the 1940s & 50s. Throughout this portion of time the 
area, is seen to have a few more older trees within the picture, which 
have sadly disappeared. This being the case throughout the landscape 
in and around Milton Keynes.

Newport Pagnell having many more trees in and around the Town 
during the 18 and early 1900s. As recalled by the late Victorian 
historian - Alfred Bullard who was born in Newport Pagnell during 
May 1862.  
This last section of Wolverton Road  ending at the relatively new Marsh 
End Road. (built during the 1970s)  The Red House being number one, 
on entering the Town from the west.
The last House on this side of the road once being “The Green” A 
Farm House that belonged to the Price Family Who were Grain 
Merchants, having built the Green it is said some time during the 
1800s, possibly on the site of an older farm. The 18th century dovecote 
just off Lakes Lane, belonging to the older farm.
The Green is also recorded in some of the History Books to have 
belonged to the Newport Family the Taylor’s.  I believe, the Price Family 
also built the Beeches in Lakes Lane some time in the Late 1800s. 
Some of the Taylor’s possibly living here at the Green after the Price 
family moved to the Beeches, making all of these records correct, 
depending on Dates.     
The Green took the name from the area it was built upon maintaining 
the Towns early history. The Green later to become a Care Home.  The 
old farm house now demolished and replaced with a completely new 
building called - “Castlemead Court Care Centre”   Which unfortunately 
fails to mention the historic area on which it is built. 

Castle Mead being the name given to the Bully in the 13th century. 
The field next to the Youth Club, towards the end of my school days 
was used as the school playing field during the late 1950s. Prior to 
this we often used Bury Field for School Runs during P E Lessons. As 
mentioned before, having to run around the whole of Bury Field in the 
physical exercise Class. Which was just over three miles if you did not 
cheat.
Then having our quoter of Milk on our return. Sadly stopped By 
Margaret Thatcher who was secretary of state for Education during 
1970 - 74. Fortunately for my generation this happened years after we 
had left School. I believe I am right in saying, many of us enjoyed our 
free daily milk ration, a bottle being approximately a third of a pint. 
In those days, none of us having the wealth and lifestyle enjoyed 
today.  When finally arriving back at the school from our run, it was not 
unknown for many of us boys to drink three bottles, being extremely 
thirsty on our return. Not known by the teachers of course. There 
was always plenty to go around, the classes often having second 
helpings during the afternoon breaks. In the afternoon period the milk 
being brought to the class and again, shared out to all the pupils by 
the teachers, as it was in the morning. The extra milk we drank after 
the run was obtained by taking a bottle or two to the changing room 
before the milk was delivered to the classrooms. Boy’s will be Boy’s we 
always knew no one would go without. 
The Youth Club was built in approximately 1964 and opened in 1965. 
Before this the aforementioned  Ram Public-house 16 high Street was 
used for a short time as the youth club. 
Again before this:  the youth club was held at the Territorial Army 
Huts In Tickford Street in approximately 1960.  Now the Middleton 

Swimming Pool.  And even preceding this I am told, it was held at 
the rear of the Marquis of Chandos. 27 St John Street. And one of the 
Co-op buildings also in St John Street. This being hearsay only, so may 
well be incorrect?
Today the Wolverton road modern youth club, is a registered charity 
and community facility, run by a management committee and a board 
of trustees, also working in conjunction with Milton Keynes Council’s 
children’s and young peoples services. Enabling a flourishing club. 
Regularly used by various groups such as pre-school and after school 
clubs. Also the Diamond school of performing arts a - “Theatre School 
Group”  
The Club can also be hired out for special functions. So all in all 
the youth club is functioning well within the Town and has come a 
long way since my days in using the club when being housed at the 
Territorial Army Huts in Tickford Street during the 1960s. Headed by 
Skip Murrier who gave up his time in the running of the club. While 
under skips leadership finishing up at the Ram for approximately four 
years until 1965 when the Wolverton Road youth club was first opened. 
By this time my generation being too old to be members.

The 20-year-old Gunners midfielder, born in Milton 
Keynes, joins the Dons on a standard loan deal until 
the end of the 2009/10 season and goes straight 
into the squad for Saturday’s League 1 trip to 
Hartlepool.

A product of Arsenal’s much-celebrated Academy, 
Mark has been one of Arsène Wenger’s star 
performers in recent Carling Cup campaigns and 
made his UEFA Champions League debut last 
season in a group stage game at FC Porto.

He signed a long term contract at the Emirates 
Stadium in September 2008.

Dons assistant manager Karl Robinson said: “Mark 
is a fantastic talent and is rated extremely highly by 
Arsène Wenger, so we’re very fortunate to have him 
available to us until the end of the season.

“It’s testament to the way MK Dons are perceived 
that massive clubs like Arsenal are prepared to trust 
us with the development of some of their best young 
talent.

“We’re a club making great progress and signing a 
young player of Mark’s quality is a huge statement 
of our ambition. He’s the kind of player we hope to 
have running through the club in the coming years.

“He’s got fantastic technical ability, Champions 

League experience, and is competing with some of 
the best players in the world at Arsenal, so I’m sure 
he can add a lot of quality to our squad.”

Born in Milton Keynes and schooled in Bletchley, 
Mark played for Middleton-based side City Colts 
before joining Arsenal as a scholar in 2006.

He made his full Gunners debut as a substitute in a 
Carling Cup tie at West Bromwich Albion in October 
that year, before signing professional terms with the 
club the following February.

He went on to start his first game against Blackburn 
in the League Cup that December before joining 
Burnley, then in the Championship, for the second 
half of the 2007/08 season.

After 10 games with the Lancashire club, he 
returned to Arsenal to make his Premier League 
debut against Sunderland on the final day of the 
campaign and carried great momentum into the 
following season – appearing in the Gunners’ 
Champions League Qualifier against FC Twente and 
starring in a young side that destroyed Sheffield 
United 6-0 in the Carling Cup.

This season again saw Mark benefit from Wenger’s 
policy of blooding his youngsters in the Carling Cup 
– appearing in both the victories over West Brom 
and Liverpool at the Emirates Stadium.
